Ribosomes, the organelles that catalyze protein synthesis, co
nsist of a small 40S subunit and a large 60S subunit. Togeth
er these subunits are composed of 4 RNA species and appr
oximately 80 structurally distinct proteins. This gene encodes
a ribosomal protein that is a component of the 60S subunit.
The protein belongs to the L1P family of ribosomal proteins.
It is located in the cytoplasm. The expression of this gene is
downregulated in the thymus by cyclosporin-A (CsA), an im

munosuppressive drug. Studies in mice have shown that the
expression of the ribosomal protein L10a gene is downregul
ated in neural precursor cells during development. This gene
previously was referred to as NEDD6 (neural precursor cell e
